
The Yadkin County Eco-
nomic Development Council
has had a number of exciting
announcements so far this
year.
The Phillips Van Heusen –

Jonesville Distribution Cen-
ter continues to expand with
the recent corporate acquisi-
tion of the Tommy Hilfiger
brand.  Other major brands
include Phillips Van Heusen,
IZOD, Calvin Klein, Arrow,
and Bass.  
In March, Lydall Acoustical

Thermal announced that
they would be creating 170
new jobs in Yadkinville, in
addition to their 500 cur-
rently employed in Hamp-
tonville. The facilities
previously used by West Point
Home on Main Street in Yad-
kinville will be up fitted with
new machinery and will also
provide warehousing space.
Lydall will be bringing new
employees on as new manu-
facturing equipment is placed
into service. 

Unifi, Inc. opened their
new “Repreve” recycling fa-
cility in April—a brand new
50,000 square foot facility
that recycles water bottles and

waste products from Unifi,
creating a 100% recycled
fiber.  Currently, Repreve is
used in products manufac-
tured by Nike, Columbia,
Polartec, Haggar, and others. 
Ecovolt Power Corporation,

a “green” automotive battery
manufacturer, announced in
April that it would be locat-
ing in East Bend in the old
DAC Products building.
Governor Pardue came to

East Bend to make the offi-
cial announcement.  Ecovolt
plans to start operations later
this year and intends to fill 60
new positions over the next
three years.  

The Yadkin County Eco-
nomic Development Council
is mainly comprised of mem-
bers from elected positions,
the Chamber of Commerce,
and allies of economic devel-
opment.  Elected officials on

Other members
include Andy Anderson (Yad-
kin Valley Bank & Trust) and
Kim Myers (Laurel Gray
Vineyards) representing the
Chamber of Commerce;
Jimmy Flythe (Duke Power),
Sonny Anderson (Century
Link), Tim Doub (Quality
Steel) representing the busi-
ness community, Wayne
Matthews with the Yadkin
Center of Surry Community
College, and a representative
from the Yadkin County
Schools and Yadkin Valley
Community Hospital. The
Chamber of Commerce Staff
serves as administrative staff
for the Council. The Yadkin
County EDC continues to
work to retain and attract
good companies to our towns
and County.

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Members of the Yadkin County Busi-
ness Education Leadership Council par-
ticipate in exit interviews for those
students that have been involved in an in-
ternship.  We asked an intern from For-
bush High, Jessica Baity, to share her
experience.  

Robert Fulghum once stated, “All I Re-
ally Need to Know I Learned in Kinder-
garten.” While I never disagreed with this
statement, I couldn’t understand it until
I was recently immersed in the organized
chaos of Mrs. Cindy Stone’s Courtney El-
ementary School Kindergarten class
through an internship program. My name
is Jessica Baity, I will be graduating from
Forbush High School, and I have loved
children since I was young. I know God
has blessed me with the calling to be a
teacher--a career I will pursue the next 4
years at NC State University. Although I
was pretty sure this was the path I wanted
to follow, I entered Ms. Donna Shore’s
Family and Consumer Science Internship
class with the goal of confirming my de-
cision and drowning any suspicions of
whether or not teaching was the right
thing to do with my life. I had no clue
how much I would benefit from my
measly nine week involvement. 

To quote Fulghum, “Wisdom was not
at the top of the graduate school moun-
tain, but there in the sand pile. Share
everything. Play fair. Say you’re sorry
when you hurt somebody.” Many people
see teaching as a form of babysitting, and
while, yes, you do button and zip a lot of
jackets and solve a lot of arguments over a
toy dinosaur, there is so much more going
on than meets the eye. It is impossible to
speak to all the basic life principles that
must be taught. Fundamental sharing and
taking turns teach selflessness, a concept I
often struggle with myself. The students
apologize quickly, an act un-deterred by
pride. I am always impressed to listen to
young boys build a police department out
of blocks. They have learned how to work
together in a relaxed, play environment so

that when a project comes along later in
life, possibly at work, they will understand
how to collaborate ideas in order to
achieve a common goal.

I realize most of the children’s actions
are driven by the respect, passion for
teaching, and love demonstrated each day
by Mrs. Stone. She has been the best men-
tor I could have ever asked for. Her actions
are selfless and un-biased, and her motives
are transparent. Everything she does, she
does for her students, and it inspires me
everyday to be the best I can be; not for
myself and my career, but for the students
and their education because at the end of
the day it’s about the students. When I
ask students their favorite things about
Mrs. Stone, I get responses such as, “She’s
nice and loves me” and “She helps us learn
things.” My prayer is that one day I will
be honored with words such as these. I
have never seen her be anything but pos-
itive and patient with any of her students,
no matter how much I know they may
frustrate her at times. As cliché as this may
sound, it is one hundred percent true; I
want to be just like Mrs. Stone when I
grow up. I cannot think of a better teacher
to model my life after, and for that I thank
her.

I can’t begin to express the blessing I
have been honored with working with
Mrs. Stone and her students this semester.
I will never forget the many laughs and
touching moments. I highly recommend
an internship to any and every high school
student.
